A 430 houses targeted
A Multifamily, Row Houses, Duplex, side by side
A Slab on soil or subsail

An alpha-track detector located at ground level, in a
bedroom or in a salon, for a duration of three
months

Detectors were sent to the laboratory for analysis.
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TheResults

Of the 430 targeted housing, 402 detectors were placed.

The deployment of dosimeters was impossible in some housing:
A Some tenants did not allow access to housing

A Some units had major renovations in progress.

Among the 402 detectors placed, 380 were sent to the lab.
Some measures have not been able to be analyzed (5.5%):

A Some detectors were not able to be recovered:;
A Some detectors were considered invalid by the laboratory. .
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TheResults

380 tests were completed:

= 54 housing units have concentrations of radon
between 200 Bg/m3 and 600 Bg/m? (25 buildings
affected).

2 7 housing units have concentrations of above 600
Bg/ms3 (5 building affected).

The highest level: 992 Bg/m3
The average test: 130 Bg/m3
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TheResults

Canadian Guidance

Radon Concentration Recommended time for
Action

< 200 Bg/m?3 No Action Required
Entre 200 Bg/m? et 600 Bg/m3 Mitigate within 2 years
> 600 Bg/m3 Mitigate within 1 year

The higher the radon concentration, the faster action should be taken. As
any concentration of radon presents a risk to health, the occupants can,

if they wish, take corrective measures at concentrations lower than
200 Bg/ms.

Scenario 2: Additional Investigation

Because of the uncertainty of the measurement at (200 to 225
Bg/ms3) or when it was impossible to obtain a reading of the
measure.

Scenario 3: Mitigation Recomended

When radon concentrations are between 225 et 600 Bg/m3,
mitigation measures must be undertaken within 2 years.

Scenario 4. Mitigation Recommended

When concentration greater than 600 Bg/m3, mitigation
measures must be undertaken the following year.
